This dry version is beginning to show its 
age nicely, with dried orange peel, quince, 
clove, smoke and nut notes. Well-meshed 
right now, with bright acidity, a refined 
texture and a lovely lingering finish of 
smoke and orange marmalade.

Refined texture disguises the underlying 
power in this well-packaged version, 
which displays a pronounced mineral-
tinged smoky edge to the quince, peach 
sorbet, honeysuckle and grapefruit notes. 
The subtle acidity leaves a mouthwatering 
impression on the palate and a lingering 
finish.
